Bellarmine is accredited by Cognia, is in good standing with the National Catholic
Educational Association, and has a Certificate of Private School Approval from the
Washington State Board of Education. Its 44-acre campus, located in the scenic city of
Tacoma, offers sweeping views of Mt. Rainier and Puget Sound, while serving a diverse
community across the South Sound region.

Guided by the charism of St. Ignatius of Loyola, Bellarmine’s mission is to provide a
quality Catholic education rooted in the Jesuit tradition—forming compassionate
graduates who are prepared to lead with integrity and a lifelong commitment to faith
and justice.

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IGNATIAN FORMATION

Bellarmine’s comprehensive, four-year Ignatian Formation program provides a unique
experience for students grounded in Ignatian values with an emphasis on the
development of the whole person.

Ilgnatian Formation classes meet every other day, and consist of cohorts who stay
together through their four-year journey, under the guidance of their faculty advisor and
counselor. Campus Ministry strengthens student life through faith formation, retreats,
leadership opportunities, service, liturgies, spirituality and prayer. Students are
encouraged to build their discernment of how they can use their gifts to serve others.

Bellarmine offers a four-year retreat program that is student led. Students are
encouraged to participate in at least one grade level retreat per year. The retreat
program provides students with reflective experiences to gain deeper insights into self-
knowledge, sensitivity to others and faith in God. Each retreat is designed to provide
time for students to share their insights and personal reflections in a Christian context.




ACADEMICS

The curriculum is intentionally rigorous and inquiry-based, designed to cultivate critical
thinking, thoughtful exchange of ideas and intellectual curiosity. Students have
extensive opportunities to earn college credit through Advanced Placement courses
and dual credit partnerships with Central Washington University and Eastern
Washington University, offering more than 30 courses eligible for college credit.
Academic support is a key priority, with resources like the Academic Center of
Excellence providing individualized assistance and enrichment programs to help
students thrive. Distinctive learning opportunities, such as the Capstone Program,
Marine Chemistry research, journalism through the award-winning student newspaper
The Lion, and the yearbook The Cage, allow students to explore their passions and
develop advanced skills beyond the classroom. Leadership development is woven
throughout the academic experience, reflecting the Ignatian tradition of forming
students as men and women for others.
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CO-CURRICULAR

Bellarmine knows student life is a vital part of student formation, enriching academic
growth and faith development. As a Jesuit, Catholic school, it emphasizes educating the
“whole person”—mind, body and spirit—through a broad array of co-curricular clubs,
programs, and experiences that encourage growth, leadership, service and community.
Every student is encouraged to participate in at least one club, activity, or sport during
their time at Bellarmine. These opportunities include academic clubs (such as National
Honor Society and Knowledge Bowl), service-oriented and faith-based groups, artistic
and cultural clubs (e.g. cooking, music, photography, cinema) and recreation/social
clubs (e.g. hiking, badminton, sailing, chess, coffee club).
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FINE ARTS

The Arts at Bellarmine Preparatory School are vibrant and integral to its Jesuit, college
preparatory mission. The performing arts program features multiple levels of band,
orchestra, choir, jazz and percussion ensembles, with frequent concerts and community
performances. Bellarmine also stages a fall play and spring musical each year, giving
students opportunities to act, sing, and work behind the scenes in lighting, set design
and stage management. Complemented by artistic and cultural clubs, the program
encourages creative expression and skill development at every level.
